Praise the Lord, I (and all 
my luggage) make it back safely! As I write this, I am temporarily 
sitting in my house in Brazil. I say temporarily because my landlord 
told us a few weeks ago that he urgently needed the house back, and 
that we would need to vacate by April 1st. We started looking for new 
housing, even before I returned, and there are others helping us as 
well. We were able to talk to the owner, and thankfully he was willing 
to give us two extra weeks. It has very difficult finding places to rent.  
Some of the places available are in the flood zone, and they were 
recently flooded. We are trying to be wise, and the Lord knows our 

situation. He is with us through this process, and He will provide. Please pray that the Lord will 
help us find a new house quickly.

As I get back into things here I not only need housing, but I will also need to buy a car. I have 
been looking, but as you can imagine, the housing must come first as the date to move is right 
around the corner. Please join me in praying for a vehicle as well.

A dear friend of mine, Sabastiao, is dying of Parkinson’s. He has declared for years that he is a 
theist and yet he reads and studies the Bible. Years ago when we first met, we invited him to an 
activity at the church; he came and has been coming to our church ever since, when his health 
allows. We have told him about the Lord many times, and that he needs to be saved, but he is 
sure that “his way” of works is better. His wife stopped by and spoke with Edite and I just this 
morning. She said jokingly that he wanted to come see me, but he knew I would try to talk to 
him again about the Lord. 
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 Pray that God would open Sabastiao’s eyes to the truth of the  
 gospel and that he might be saved. Only the Lord knows how  
 much time he has left.

Thank you again for all the prayers. I have only been here a few days, but I already look 
forward to being busy in the new church plant. There is a lot on my mind that needs to be 
done, but I am trusting in the Lord to lead and direct in those areas!
